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Following the success of the 100 Year Anniversary Celebration held in April 2016, an endowment fund for 
the Sonora Research Station was established and is making good progress in raising funds to ensure another 
100 years of continuing research at the Station.  The Sonora Research Station Endowment Fund is solvent 
with more than $60,000 including $30,000 in matching funds made possible by a grant from the Randee 
Fawcett Endowment Fund, awarded by the San Angelo Area Foundation (SAAF).
